The Christian faith is centred around
the mystery of pain and suffering. Jesus, like B8
us, would have preferred an easier way. The temptations in the wilder-
ness were real for him. At the end in Gethsemane he was wondering if
there was another way; but there was not. So at the centre of the
Christian story, the truth and mystery about God’s love is shown
through suffering and death but finally in the resurrection. While we
all sensibly want to avoid suffering, there is something powerful about
discovering the depth and power of God’s love in the midst of difficul-
ties. We experience strength we did not expect and the love and
sacrifice of good friends that would be impossible in easier times. We
had this verse on Sunday: “Let your hope keep you joyful, be patient in
your troubles, and pray at all times” (Romans 12 v 12).

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‘England’s Rose’

The Rev Paul Hardingham remembers Diana, Princess of Wales...

This month marks 20 years since the funeral of Princess Diana in
Westminster Abbey on 6th September 1997. Recently Prince William
described how his mother’s death was like an earthquake; the shock-
waves taking time to sink in. When we remember the days leading up
to the funeral, the whole nation seemed touched by her death.

Two thousand people attended the ceremony; the British TV
audience peaked at 32.1 million, one of the highest viewing figures
ever. Two billion people followed it worldwide, and the streets were
lined with about two million people as the cortege travelled four miles
through London.

The Princess’s body was in a lead-lined coffin, and her
pallbearers had to practise with two concrete kerb stones for the “ice-
rink” journey along the aisle. r =

Buckingham Palace had just a week to organise | &
the funeral. There was particular tension over who | @
should walk behind the coffin, with the young Princes |
not keen. Prince Harry has said recently: "I don’t think |
any child should be asked to do that.”

The event was not a state funeral, but a royal ceremonial funeral
with pageantry and Anglican funeral liturgy. The ceremony lasted one
hour and ten minutes and was led by the Archbishop of Canterbury,
George Carey, and the Dean of Westminster, Wesley Carr. During the
service, Elton John sang ‘Candle in the Wind’, which had been
re-written by lyricist Bernie Taupin in tribute to Diana.

After the ceremony in the Abbey, the Princess’s body was buried
in a private ceremony on an island within the grounds of Althorp Park,
the Spencer family home.

As we look back to these events of 20 years ago, what is its
continuing significance? As those made in the image of God, we are
called to reach out to show love to others. “Dear friends, let us love one
another, for love comes from God.” (1 John 4:7). Princess Diana did
this, especially the vulnerable in our society, remembering especially
her work with AIDS sufferers and landmine victims. However, she
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was also a flawed individual, who fought various ‘demons’ in her own
life and struggled with relationships. People identified with her human-
ity as one like us: fallible, weak yet more than good enough.

There is always something powerful about vulnerability in
others; we can identify with them because, like us, they don’t have it
all together. God uses flawed people in his purposes, as we clearly see
in the pages of the Bible: Abraham, Moses, David and Paul, to mention
just a few!

Ironically, Mother Theresa died the day before Diana’s funeral.
Again, she was somebody who was much loved for her work among
the poor. However, despite being declared a saint last year, she openly
talked about the vulnerability of her faith. Mother Teresa revealed that
she spent nearly 50 years without a tangible feeling of God’s presence
in her life! It’s not easy to be a perfect saint!

‘I think the biggest disease the world suffers from in this day and
age is the disease of people feeling unloved.’ (Princess Diana).

Work that involves caring is good for you

It is good to keep working. The UK’s Chief Medical Officer,
Professor Dame Sally Davies, in a recent annual report on the state of
the nation’s public health, said that the health benefits of staying in
work, as a volunteer, in paid employment or as part of a community
group, ‘cannot be overestimated’.

Work that involves caring is also excellent for you. A former
nurse, June Shepherd, is now 81, but still loves working as a carer,
even though she is looking after some clients younger than herself. “I
think it’s the most rewarding way I can spend my time, particularly as
many clients are isolated and often feel quite alone,” she said. She says
she cannot imagine a time when she would want to retire from her job.

China opens its arms to the Bible
- with 30 years of help from Bible Society

Just over 40 years ago, the Bible was a banned book in China.
But today, in this largely atheist country, the Bible is a best seller. In
China today, you will find churches so full that their congregants spill
out onto the pavement. Those in rural areas often walk for hours just to
attend a service, while more and more city-dwellers can be found in
churches, both underground and state-run, on Sunday mornings.

What’s more, copies of the Bible, once a Bible
banned book in China, are now within reach Soci ety
through local churches and specially-licensed.
bookshops. And those Bibles are desperately needed. As one Chinese
Christian explains: 'The fire of revival has been burning in China for 30
years. But to keep burning, we need to feed it with God’s word.'

It’s a remarkable story. And over the last 30 years, the Bible
Society has been at the heart of it. Over decades, through working with
the registered Church, they have carved out a unique ministry in China.
For it was back in 1987, in response to requests from Chinese church
leaders, that the Bible Society helped to establish the Amity Printing
Company. In 2008, it moved to a larger, upgraded facility, the size of
12 football pitches and with the capacity to print 20 million Bibles a
year. It’s now the world’s biggest Bible printing factory!

The Bible Society is still hard at work, printing and distributing
Bibles across the country, helping to strengthen the roots of the
Chinese Church, and to help new believers grow into mature followers
of Jesus. Here’s just some of the numbers that describe the Bible Soci-
ety’s work in China:

68 million Chinese Bibles printed from its press since 1987.
55,000 local churches with whom it is connected.

77 distribution centres from which it bases itself.

48 Bible vans taking Bibles wherever they need to go.

How much cash do you have? How much cash do you
* carry around with you these days? The typical Briton now

carries around only about £5 in cash, and relies on their card
to pay for the rest.

Beware fizzy drinks: It seems that the fizzy drinks we’ve been
drinking all our lives may not be such a good idea, after all.

It seems that just two fizzy drinks a day could double your risk of
diabetes, even if they are the diet version. Researchers at the Karolink-
ska Institute in Sweden also believe that the sugary drinks may induce
insulin resistance. They believe that the artificial sweeteners in the diet
form of the drinks may stimulate and distort appetite, increasing food
intake and encouraging a sweet tooth. Such sweeteners might also
affect microbes in the gut, leading to glucose intolerance.

Tam Fry, of the National Obesity Forum, said: ‘“This is s
yet another warning that sweetened drinks, though appearing
harmless, can mess things up for you. Why should you want
to take that risk when a glass or two of water will slake your ;‘
thirst and not put your health in jeopardy?’

No shame in a doggy bag: Next time you are eating out, and have
more food than you really want, don’t let the restaurant bin it — ask for
a doggy bag. In Scotland, the ‘Good to Go’ campaign is aiming to in-
troduce doggy bags in all restaurants, and thus cut down on the enor-
mous waste in uneaten  restaurant food. According to research, 75
per cent of us would like to ask for a doggy bag, but 42 per cent admit
to being too embarrassed to do so.

Portion creep: Bet you didn’t notice this, but dinner plates have got

bigger. In the 1950s, a dinner plate measured 25cm across; now the
usual is 28cm. And take a look at those very old wine glasses
in the charity shops: our grandparents served wine in what
looks like liqueur glasses to us now. These days, many wine-
glasses seem to hold nearly half a bottle....

Cycling is good for you: Cycling to work may be one of the best
things you could ever do: it can lower the risk of dying early by 40 per
cent, and reduce your chance of developing cancer by 45 per cent. It
also nearly halves the risk of heart disease, according to a recent study
at Glasgow University. Yet currently only about four
per cent of us cycle to work. Glasgow University
researchers want to see more infrastructure built to
support cyclists in urban areas.
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The Hobbit — celebrating the 80th anniversary

J.R.R. Tolkien’s fantasy novel The Hobbit was first published 80
years ago, on 21st September 1937. With a number of revisions, it has
remained in print ever since. Today it has sold 100 million copies and
been translated into about 50 languages, including Icelandic and West
Frisian. It has also spawned a trilogy of films which, although flawed,
are spectacular in scope.

Tolkien was Professor of Anglo-Saxon at the [§
University of ~ Oxford. He was also a devout Roman 3

helped convert his friend C. S. Lewis (author of ‘The F¥
Chronicles of Narnia’) to Christianity. :

Tolkien had an academic fascination for ancient : &
languages, particularly Old Norse, but he also produced a series of
amusing poems and stories for his children. All this came together
in The Hobbit which, while primarily a children’s book, created a rich
fantasy world that was a precursor of the one underlying his major,
profound fantasy epic, The Lord of the Rings.

The original manuscript of The Hobbit was two years in the
making, and circulated originally among his friends. Through contact
with one of Tolkien’s students at Oxford, the publisher George Allen &
Unwin obtained a copy, and the 10-year-old son of the owner gave it
an enthusiastic thumbs-up. The initial run of 1,500 copies sold out
within three months, and further runs proved similarly popular.

Tolkien wrote that in creating these stories, his allegiance was to
Christ and the Church. He felt myths generally were part of our
God-created imagination.

Ever wonder why some people are more ‘successful’ than others?
It may be because they have the five ‘life skills’ that are critical in achieving
any kind of sustained success. According to scientists at University College,
London, the five critical ‘life skills’ that you need to succeed are: emotional
stability, determination, control, optimism and conscientiousness. Together,
these habits are thought to form a firm bedrock on which to build your life.
The team from UCL looked at data from the English Longitudinal Study of
Ageing, and found that highly skilled people even walked more quickly than
others, and rate their health very highly.

Muslim babies will begin to outnumber Christian babies by 2035
according to research by The Pew Research Centre which found that
Muslims will be the world’s fastest-growing religious group in the
coming decades. In 2015, Christians were the largest religious group
in the world, making up almost one third of the Earth’s 7.3 billion
people. Muslims were second, with 1.8 billion. From 2010-2015,
Muslims made up an estimated 31 per cent of all babies born around
the world. In contrast, Christian populations are ageing, and in Europe
deaths are expected to outnumber births in the years to come.
