The Minister writes: October sees us celebrating harvest (and every-
one at St Peter's is welcome to the St Anne's harvest supper on Saturday 13th
October at 6.30pm!), which is many people’s favourite festival of the church
year. It’s a relatively recent addition to the church calendar, being a Victorian
invention. The inventors of the harvest festival were drawing on the Old
Testament festival of ‘first fruits’, and perhaps also on the Mediaeval feast of
‘Lammas’ (a corruption of ‘Loaf-Mass’), which was celebrated near the first
of August, at the wheat harvest, when the first grains of the year were milled
into flour, baked into bread, and brought to church for a blessing. But the
Victorians decided to celebrate harvest in the autumn, as fruit and vegetables
put forth a last abundance before everything slows down for winter.

Over the past few weeks, I’ve been almost overwhelmed by the
productivity of the vicarage garden - especially by the wonderful and slightly
terrifying bounty of plums. Many jars of jam have been made, although I
didn’t entirely manage to keep up with the tree’s production - it would have
been nearly a full time job to do so! But I felt a responsibility to make as
much use as I could of the fruit which God’s had blessed me with. It’s a
blessing, but there were moments when [ wasn’t sure | wanted that blessing!

God gives us abundantly of his love, in our creation and in our redemp-
tion and in the presence of his Spirit among us. I wonder, how often do we
stop to dwell on this? And how do we respond? Of course, God’s grace is a
free gift - but it demands a response from us too, not because we need to earn
God’s love, but because we shouldn’t waste the grace and love poured out on
us. Sometimes, we might perhaps feel slightly overwhelmed by this. But
God does not over-burden us - he calls us to live lives of faithful love, sharing
that love with others. We’re called to bear the fruits of love and holiness -
and it’s in doing that, that God’s gift to us come to its full harvest of joy.

This month will also see the launch of a six week study course that
we’re inviting people from across the benefice to participate in, called
“Lifting the Lid.” It aims to equip churches to support people affected by
mental health issues. It’s being held in Outwood church on Tuesday
evenings. Please see page 15 of this magazine for more information.

As many of us have become increasingly aware, there are lots of people
known to us who are going through hard times mentally; it’s my prayer that
this course will help us to offer a little bit of support. It’s not just an us and
them thing - some of us have dealt with or are dealing with the issue for our-
selves, and this course should give us all a bit more insight into positive ways
the church can make a difference. Blessings,

Paddington Bear made his first appearance 60 years ago, on 13th
Oct 1958, when the book A Bear Called Paddington, by Michael Bond,
was published.

Paddington is of course a fictional, anthropomorphised bear who
has featured in more than 20 books that have been translated into 30
languages and have sold more than 30 million copies. He has also
starred in two major films and has been described as a worthy succes-
sor to Winnie the Pooh.

Though he comes from darkest Peru, and not heaven, he possess-
es many of the characteristics of Jesus, though falling short in some
areas: he has a tendency, for instance, to get the wrong end of the stick.
Nevertheless, he is always polite, kind-hearted, hospitable, generous
and loving. One can even imagine Jesus giving some people the
Paddington “hard stare”, though it does not appear to
be mentioned in the New Testament.

The astronaut Tim Peake, on a recent visit to Peterborough
Cathedral, has said that although he is not religious, his time in space
made him consider the possibility that the universe is not an accident,
but the result of intelligent design.

Tim Peake spoke about his journey back to Earth in 2016.
According to The Times, he said: ‘Although I say I’'m not religious it
doesn’t necessarily mean that I don’t seriously consider that the
universe could have been created from intelligent design.

‘From a point of view of seeing how magnificent the Earth is
from space and seeing the cosmos from different perspective, it helps
you to relate to that.’

Peake added that, as well as the scale of the universe being
impressive, looking at the minute details also made
him think: ‘When you look at the smaller scale, the
micro level, and you understand quantum mechanics
and quantum physics, there are many things that lead
us... towards intelligent design of the universe.’

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70 Numbers of bags plummet

We are all using far fewer plastic bags. On average, we now
(| only use about 19 each year — as opposed to the 140 that we
° =~ used to use. It seems incredible that we ever used that many!

The number of disposable carrier bags issued by the seven
biggest supermarket chains has declined by 86 per cent since the 5p
charge per bag was introduced in 2015, according to statistics from the
Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs.

Michal Gove, the Environment Secretary, has said the charge is
vital to reverse the “rising tide of plastic waste finding its ways into our
rivers, seas and oceans, and the catastrophic impact this is having on
our marine environment.”

Sir Walter Raleigh: Queen Elizabeth I’s favourite

Sir Walter Raleigh died 400 years ago, on 29th Oct 1618. The
famous English adventurer, writer, poet and courtier was a favourite of
Queen Elizabeth 1.

The youngest of five sons in a devout Protestant
family from Devon, he had faced persecution under
Queen Mary. As a result, he developed a life-long hatred
for Roman Catholicism, and at the age of 17 fought with
the French Huguenots in the Wars of Religion.

He later became Captain of the Queen’s Guard, and between
1579 and 1583 he fought in Ireland, establishing a Protestant presence
in Munster. He was knighted in 1585 and soon invested in expeditions
to establish a colony in what is now North Carolina. This was ultimate-
ly unsuccessful, but he brought back potatoes and tobacco to England.

The legend that he spread his expensive cloak over a puddle for
Queen Elizabeth has never been proved, but it is recognised as the kind
of thing he would have done.

Sir Walter had already established a reputation for privateering,
and when the pacifist-inclined James I succeeded Elizabeth he was first
arrested and imprisoned for treason (he wrote his ‘History of the
World’ in the Tower) then executed after attacking Spanish territory in
South America on his release.

The
women are almost all in skirts (many in 60°s mini-skirts).

As I pondered, I wondered when I first saw someone read a
lesson in church wearing jeans and a T-shirt — let alone the
shorts that became universal during our recent hot
August.  And whatever happened to ties? Even male
cabinet ministers don’t wear them. On television only, the
news readers always wear a tie, perhaps in tribute to Lord
Reith’s instruction back in the 1920s that those who read
the news bulletins on the radio should wear dinner jackets
(even though no-one would see them). As for women
wearing hats in church, I noticed that even our prime
minister was not wearing one at the service of commemo-
ration of the Battle of Amiens in the cathedral.

It doesn’t matter, of course. Fashions have always changed, and
it’s quite possible that the next change will be towards dignity and
formality. Meanwhile we can all cherish our own prejudices. My
personal béte noire is flip-flops underneath cassocks. 1 wonder if St
Paul had such things in mind when he pleaded for all things to be done
‘decently and in order’?
