The original St Peter’s church was opened on 6th September 1824. It
St Peter’'s was a ‘Waterloo’ or ‘Million Pound Fund’ church—built after the

200 vy victory at Waterloo and paid for by a fund allocated by the govern-
ment for the purpose of increasing church attendance across the UK. St Peter’s
church congregation is now worshipping in the third St Peter’s church: the first
church burned down in 1911, and the rebuilt second church was eventually closed

in 2001 after it became structurally unsound, and was demolished in 2014.

It is a privilege that this month we can celebrate two centuries of worship in
the different St Peter’s churches in Stanley and we want to give thanks for every-
one who has been involved in its history over the years. We remember everyone
who has had weddings, baptisms and funerals, and everyone who has attended
church services, community groups and social events.

We hope that as many people as possible can join us at some point over the
weekend. Here are the events that will be taking place:

Breaking the land speed record

One hundred years ago, on 25th September 1924, British racing driver
Malcolm Campbell broke the land speed record for the first time. He recorded a
speed of 146mph in a 1921 Sunbeam Grand Prix car at Pendine Sands, Carmar-
then Bay, Wales. Born in Kent in March 1885, Major Sir Malcolm Campbell MBE
was a man with a passion for speed; whether motorcycles, cars or on water. He
was also a journalist. He gained the world speed record on land and on water at
various times, and broke nine land speed records between 1924 and 1935.

He had started racing cars in 1910 and had a near-fatal accident — the first of
several — at Brooklands racetrack in 1912. His car was christened Blue Bird, after a
1908 drama about the pursuit of happiness, by the Belgian poet and playwright
Maurice Maeterlinck. The name stuck and was used for all his subsequent speed
record attempt vehicles on land and water. Years later, a slightly
altered version of Bluebird, was employed by his son Donald, who
was killed in 1967 attempting a new record on Coniston Water.

Sir Malcolm himself survived all his accidents and died in 1948
after several strokes. His second wife Dorothy, mother of Donald, de- ?
scribed him “quite unfitted for the role of husband and family man”.
